Using Hyphens Correctly

Hyphens, en dash and em dashes are different and should always be used correctly?

Hyphen is strictly used for hyphenating words or line breaks.

En dash is the approximate width of a capital N. It is used in between words that indicate duration.  Example October – November
An en dash is also used when you have a compound adjective and one of the elements is made of two words or a hyphenated word. 

Example Santa – Fe, pre–Gulf war, or high–stress–high–energy lifestyle.

Em dash is twice as long as the en dash — it’s about the size of a capital letter M in whatever size and typeface you’re using at the moment. It is often used in the place of a colon or parentheses, it may indicate an abrupt change of thought or is used in a spot where a period is too strong and a comma is too weak.
